Local Student Honoured for Excellence in Education  
  
Spruce Grove – Spruce Grove resident and University of Alberta student Travis Schoepp has been 
awarded a $3,000 scholarship from the Education Foundation of The Association of Professional 
Engineers, Geologists and Geophysicists of Alberta (APEGGA).  
 
Schoepp received an APEGGA University Entrance Scholarship, presented to deserving students 
who have achieved a high academic standing in Grade 12 Mathematics, Science and English and 
are entering the faculties of engineering or the departments of geology or geophysics at the 
University of Alberta, the University of Calgary or colleges and technical institutes in Alberta offering 
transfer programs.
