The scholarships are known as the APEGGA R.M. Hardy Graduate Scholarships in honour of Dr. Hardy, P. Eng., renowned engineer and educator, who was Dean of the Faculty of Engineering at the University of Alberta.

The scholarship will be paid directly to the university by APEGGA upon confirmation of registration.
